Preschool Basic Information

Who:
Children in this class include those that were 3 on or before the previous September 30th and those that were 4 years old.

What:
A program involving singing, movement, crafts and stories of the saints being studied. The preschool children do not leave the classroom as older children do with the exception of a daily 30-minute saint site visit.  The snacks and crafts are brought to the classroom. 

Where:A classroom for preschoolers needs to have plenty of room to move!  The room was divided into 2 sections, one with tables for snack and crafts, the other for story time and music.  Half circles of masking tape were put on the floor around the flannel board and a complete circle was nearby for singing and music.





How:


· The following CD/tapes were invaluable for keeping small bodies busy with music and dancing!  Many of the songs used for the older child’s program were also taken from these tapes/CDs.

· Open each day with a coloring page.  This gives those present something to do while we wait for the remainder of the class.

· Over plan!  Have playdough, games, puzzles, books and music on hand to fill the extra time.
