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Use Puzzle Sheet to build group spirit and to challenge the class to look beyond the surface.

· Puzzle Sheet handout (one copy for each small group)

· Pencils

Preparation:

Write the following answers on pieces of poster board. Hide them until the class is done deciphering the puzzles.

Procedure

Give each group a copy of the puzzle sheet to work with in their small group to discover the meaning behind each puzzle. If they are not sure how to do it, give an example:

/r/e/a/d/i/n/g/ means “reading between the lines.”

Set a limit of 5-10 minutes. When time is up, show the answers & allow the groups to tally their correct answers.

Ask the class what they learned about this task. Try to elicit points such as:

· Sometimes we need to look beyond the surface.

· We need to work together

· We need to communicate in different ways.
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
